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1. Introduction

Jajpur is amongst the oldest municipalities in the state of Orissa established in 1869
along with Kendrapara. Jajpur town has been the administrative capital of Jajpur
District since 1993. Historically, the town was also an important Buddhist center.
Jajpur can be accessed through National Highway 16 connecting Chennai and
Kolkata via Bhubaneswar and lies on the right bank of the Baitarani River which
flows in the north-east direction. There is no railway track through Jajpur and the
nearest railway station is in Vyasanagar, located at a distance of 32.2km. The

nearest airport is in Bhubaneswar, 103.5km from Jajpur town.

As per Census 2011, the population of Jajpur was 0.37 lakh. The Municipal
jurisdiction is divided into 18 wards covering an extent of 11.6 sq.km. The average
population density of the town is 35 persons per hectare (PPH). It is observed that
ward number 1,2,3,6,5 and 14 have a density of more than 45 persons per hectare
(PPH). Under the Rajiv Awas Yojana's Slum Redevelopment Project, Jajpur
Municipality has de-notified thirty slums as part of its major urban management
initiatives in Phases | and Il. At present, slums occupy approximately 0.11% of land

with 0.23% of households living within them.

Jajpur Town has achieved top rank under the Swachh Survekshan Survey 2019
along with Karanjia and Paradeep Municipalities of Odisha. The observation
assessment indicates that over 95% of residential and commercial areas are clean

and sweeping takes place in all the wards.

Under the direction of the Directorate of Town Planning, Odisha, the Special
Planning Authority Jajpur (SPAJ) is currently preparing a GIS/RS based Master Plan
for the Master Plan Area Jajpur with a horizon year of 2040. The vision of the
Master Plan is to promote, regulate and guide the urban growth in a planned

manner.
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This Urban Sustainability Assessment Indicators Report for Jajpur intends to
enhance decision-making by augmenting the development potential of Jajpur
Municipality and strengthening day-to-day management and good governance. It
can also help decision-makers prioritize projects to effectively direct resources

towards targeted areas for maximum impact and benefit.

2. City Management and Planning Indicators

Urban sustainability indicators are important tools to measure and monitor city's
development status and trajectory. The indicators in this report cover 12 sectors,
namely, public space-safety-urban form, housing-property, water, sanitation, solid
waste management, transportation, social services-facilities, environment-ecology,
clean energy, disaster risk management, governance-data management, and
finance-economy (Figure 2.1). These sectors represent the primary urban planning
and management functions of the urban local bodies. The report provides multi-
sectoral outlook as well as granular sector-specific data to assess city’'s performance

relative to national and international standards.

3. Indicator Categories and Scoring

There are 131 indicators in USAF which are formulated using 204 data inputs across
12 sectors. These 131 indicators have been divided into three levels: 54 are primary,
55 are secondary and 22 are tertiary. The definitions of the levels are specified in

Figure 3.1.

The indicators are scored on a 7-point scale (very low to excellent performance). A
score of O (or very low performance) is given when performance is below minimum
threshold and score of 6 (or excellent performance) is given when performance
meets or exceeds the benchmark set by considering national and global standards.
Performance above the set threshold for an indicator procures the score of 1 (or
low performance). National urban averages are used as mid-point (score 3 or

medium performance) wherever either thresholds or benchmarks weren’t available.

For representation, the range of performance follows a spectral colour ramp and
varies from two shades of red (very low - low) to two shades of green (high -
excellent) with three shades of yellow in between (lower medium - medium - upper

medium) (Figure 3.2).

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4. Sector-wise City Performance

This section presents the indicator-wise and overall performance of each sector for
primary, secondary, and tertiary indicators, based on the data collected and scored
in accordance with the scoring methodology. It also includes the status of data

collection for each sector.

For Jajpur, 86% of all the indicators (113 out of 131 total) have been collected
(refer figure 4.1). A total of 93% of primary, 85% of secondary and 73% of tertiary

indicators have been collected.
